Probably one of the most wonderful routes by train is the trip through the
exceptionally beautiful Nestos valley, the so-called “"Nestos Tempi”.

Some of the railway line from Drama to Xanthi follows the Nestos river
with its woody banks. The train journeys discretely through the valley,
respecting the environment and, what is more, in full harmony with it.
Leaving Thessaloniki behind, the train reaches the Kerkini and Doirani
lakes. After Stavroupoli, the train enters the Nestos valley. In the middle
of the valley, if requested, the train stops at Livera station -a place that
has not been used as a station for many years now- to allow visitors who
wish to explore the valley to get off.

This is a valley of magnificent natural beauty through which only the
railway is allowed to pass. The environment and its natural beauty is
protected by the Ramsar Treaty. Besides, railway travel is the most
environmentally friendly means of transport and does not burden the
environment.

The Hellenic Railway Organisation has converted the station-master’s
stone house into an inn, and the passenger waiting room into a
restaurant. The inn has two houses that can accommodate eight people
each. A little further on from the station, one can find the village of Livera.
Its stone houses are completely deserted, and only wild horses tread its
stone-paved paths.

hen | began studying ta/ chi, one of my reasons for doing so was a desire to
W learn how to move more gracefully and meaningfully. That was almost 10

years ago, but what attracted me more recently to a sport called parkour was
that the philosophy behind it sounded very similar: an emphasis on fluid, elegant,
graceful motions.

In practice, however, parkouris about as different from #a/ chi as you can imagine.
It's sometimes considered an “extreme” sport, as
the runners dash around a city, leap over
fences, run up walls, and even jump from rooftop
to rooftop. So you won'’t see old age pensioners
doing it in the park on Sunday mornings, but if
you do witness it, you may think you’re watching
a stunt man on a film set.

Le parkour is a French word from the verb
parcourir (meaning “to run over or through”) and
originates from a group of teenagers living in the
Paris suburb of Lisses in the late 1980s. The sport
combines elements of running, gymnastics, dance,
and martial arts into a breathtaking —and
sometimes dangerous— way of moving from place
to place, usually in a town or city.
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The general idea is to move quickly and gracefully, and instead of walking round
things like buildings, walls or handrails, runners go over or across them. The only thing
you must not do is move backwards, but apart from that, the aim is to move from point A
to point B, as efficiently as possible.

Unlike skateboarding (which parkour resembles in some ways), the only equipment
required for parkouris a good pair of shoes. Runners wear no protective gear but spend
a lot of time training and concentrate mainly on learning how to soften the impact of a
jump or fall by rolling. Apart from that, there are about 20 standard moves that almost all
participants learn —including several techniques for climbing up walls.

This is a sport that requires real athletic ability and daring and, unsurprisingly, the
vast majority of participants are young men in their teens or twenties. However,
although | have every respect for the beauty and grace of parkour, | think I'll be sticking
with tai chi myself. All things being equal, I'd prefer not to jump off buildings.
